Over a hundred leaders in solar cooker technology and pro-
motion from over 20 countries are expected. This four-day con-
ference will include paper presentations, discussions, work-
shops, and displays on all aspects of solar cookers: technology,
uses and dissemination strategies. The conference is for
researchers, environmentalists, nutritionists, engineers, educa-
tors, health professionals, appropriate technologists and advo-
cates. Selected papers will be printed in a conference proceed-
ings after the conference.

The conference objectives include 1) exchanging informa-
tion, 2) identifying current challenges, and 3) exploring oppor-
tunities for collaboration. Official language of the conference
will be English, but there will be informal translation between
Spanish and English. There will be special meetings for new
International and Latin American/ Caribbean Networks for
solar cooking advocates and experts.

Preliminary plans are to 1) exchange information
through presentations and exhibits, and 2) identify common
issues and explore collaboration to address them. The Kenyan
Association of Girl Guides will convene this seminar and coor-
dinate the planning committee and preparations. The primary
focus will be on Kenyan programs, but others will be weleome.
There are also plans for some of the participating groups to
offer workshops during or after this seminar for groups wishing
to start new solar cooking projects. Many Kenyan groups have
asked for training. Contributions to SCI's Africa Fund will help
facilitate this and future training opportunities for such groups.
